1.  PUBLIC COMMUNICATIONS —WRITTEN OR VERBAL

CJ Jackson

Concerned with the impacts of a new project down the highway from Solvang. There is
no venue to discuss impacts to Solvang businesses.

Mayor Richardson commented that the City has an ad hoc subcommittee that meets with an ad
hoc subcommittee from the SY Band of Chumash Indians to discuss items of mutual
interest.

2.   COUNCIL REQUESTS

Councilmember Jamieson requested a special workshop/session on the City Council Protocols
and the Brown Act. There was a consensus to bring an item back for that purpose.

Councilmember Duus requested an item be scheduled to discuss conveyances for rent/hire in

Solvang including horse drawn trolleys, Segways and surrey cycles. There was a consensus to

And that
one of the reasons for updating the ordinance is to allow for properties to participate in the subsidized
insurance program.

Motion was made by Council Member Duus, seconded by Council Member Skytt to introduce for first
reading by title only Ordinance No. 15-  an ordinance of the City of Solvang updating the
existing Floodplain Management Ordinance in compliance with National Flood Insurance Program
NFIP) requirements.  Motion carried with a roll call vote of 5 ayes.

Concerned about where funds are coming from for all of the projects.

Council Member Zimmerman indicated he thought the relationship with ID# 1 would be restored.

Council Member Skytt indicated he was not as hopeful as Councilmember Zimmerman, in the past
ID#1 has not been willing to negotiate.

Councilmember Duus Agree with Mr. Skytt's assessment of ID # 1. Wants to have various sources for
various scenarios - one has to be serious storage through exchange/ banking.  Likes the multi- legged
stool approach of various sources. Solution needs to include storage.

Councilmember Jamieson— Storage is important; Entire State has to wake up that we need storage.
Appreciates report.  Water is a problem for this area.  Hopefully we will use report wisely.
